Awareness Month” and motorcycle organizations across the country will be conducting a variety of activities to

       WHEREAS, the Gold Wing Road Riders Association (GWRRA) is an international motorcycle riding 
organization, established in 1977, and has a membership of 75,000 with 37 chapters in the state of Florida; and 
 

       WHEREAS, the Florida District of GWRRA, with 4,700 members, is highly involved in motorcycle safety 
through its Rider Education Program which includes courses in Road Captain, Experience Rider, Track and Trailering,

       WHEREAS, the organization has also developed a “Motorist Awareness Program” in an effort to educate 
the public regarding the fact that over two-thirds of fatal motorcycle crashes involve the failure of the other vehicle to 
yield the right of way to the motorcycle, and how important it is for motorists to know that their actions affect the 
safety of motorcyclists, and using their motto of “Friends for Fun, Safety, and Knowledge,” the members of 
Gold Wing Road Riders Association promote friendship and safety among all motorcyclists; and 
 

       WHEREAS, in recognition of Motorcycle Safety Awareness Month, the Tampa, Florida Chapter of 
GWRRA will present the annual Motorcycle Officer of the Year Award to an officer honored from the Tampa Police
